[Cam the Camel appears while the kids are coming up with ideas.]
Narrator: Hello, Cam. Did you have a nice Thanksgiving?

Cam: Oh, yes. We ate and ate and ate. I’m still stuffed. And after Thanksgiving, we started putting up our Christmas decorations! I’m really excited about Christmas!

Narrator: What do you want for Christmas, Cam?

Cam: I’ve started making my list. I want a new pair of sunglasses and … fourteen cans of lima beans and … sand castle tools – we have a lot of sand in the desert – and … and some toy trucks – to help move the sand … and some videos and games and chocolate and candy.

Narrator: Wow, Cam. That’s a lot of things. I certainly hope that you get everything that you want. Do you know what Solomon asked God for?

Cam: Did he ask for sunglasses?

Narrator: No, he didn’t ask for any things. He asked God for the ability to make good choices. Good choices are things like – [get kids to answer after each question] should you share your toys or keep them away from other people? Should you play with your sister or leave her out? Should you cry and scream when your mom asks you to take a bath?


And Solomon was so happy with the gift that God gave him, that he decided to build a temple, a special church, where people could worship God. Remember the ark of the covenant from last week? The temple was a special place they could keep the ark. Everything in the temple was very special, too.

Cam: Wow, what a great story! You know what else I’m going to ask for for Christmas? Tools! So I can help build a temple, too! I’m good with a hammer. [pulls out a hammer and bangs loudly]
Narrator: Yes, I can see you are! But Solomon built his temple a long time ago. Although I think it’s great that you want to help, it’s too late to help Solomon with his temple. But you know how you can help instead?

Cam: I can build another temple? [bangs with hammer some more]
Narrator: Well, no, but there are a lot of other things that you can do around Christmas. You can sing in the choir, you can help decorate around the house, and you can share with your friends. I think even Solomon would think those are great things to do.

Cam: I can do that! But you know what? I’m still gonna ask for some new tools for Christmas. Bye kids!
