Narrator: 
Good morning, boys and girls. It’s great to see you here this morning. Who went to VBS this past week? What did you learn about? David & Mephibosheth? Thomas? Gideon? Do you remember Gideon praying before leading his army? Today’s lesson is about prayer. When are some times that we pray? [mealtimes, bedtime, in church] Those are some very good answers. You know, we don’t have to just pray at special times. Our lesson today says that we can pray to God any time!
Ribbit:
[appearing] I pray a lot at school!

Narrator:
Good morning, Ribbit. It’s great to see you this morning. What do you pray about at school.

Ribbit:
I pray that we’ll have lots of time to play on the playground. I pray [earnestly and loudly] PLEASE LET US PLAY FOREVER. Stuff like that.

Narrator: 
Well, yes, you can pray like that, too. But do you know the most famous prayer? The Lord’s Prayer?

Ribbit:
Isn’t that the one that goes “Our Father, who art in heaven”?

Narrator:
That’s right. And do you know what day today is?

Ribbit:
Hmmmm. [conspiratorial] Kids? Do you know what day today is? [Father’s Day] Oh! That’s right! It’s Father’s Day.

Narrator:
You’re right! And how does the Lord’s Prayer start?

Ribbit:
Our Father, who art in heaven … Hey! It starts with Father! Just like Father’s Day!

Narrator:
That’s right! You know how you run to your father when you skin your knee because you know he’ll try to make it better? Or how your father hugs you and kisses you good night and makes you feel safe and happy? Or how your father plays with you and laughs with you?

Ribbit:
My Dad and I like to catch lightning bugs together! They’re really tasty.
Narrator:
Well, maybe for frogs, but not for people. But the point is that Jesus started the Lord’s Prayer with “Our Father who art in heaven” to let people know that God is a lot like your father. He loves you and he’ll keep you safe. And you can talk to him when you’re sad or happy or anytime you want to. He’ll always listen.

Ribbit:
I never thought of that before. “Our father who art in heaven.” I think I get it now.  [pause] Oh, no!

Narrator:
What’s the matter, Ribbit?

Ribbit:
I didn’t get God a Father’s Day card!

Narrator:
That’s ok, Ribbit. God doesn’t expect a card on Father’s Day. Just pray to him today and say “thank you” for loving you.

Ribbit:
OK, I’ll do that. Bye everyone!

Narrator:
Bye, Ribbit!

Did anyone get their father a father’s day gift today? Are you going to do something special for your father?
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
