Narrator: Welcome boys and girls. It’s great to see you this morning! I’m glad you came to church today. Today’s lesson is more about Paul’s travels. Do you remember who Paul was? [allow some guesses – things like a person who told people about Jesus, someone who was bad and then became good] Well, today we’re learning about a scary thing that happened to Paul while he was traveling. He was in a little boat with some other people and a big storm came up. Paul prayed to God and God told him that there was going to be a shipwreck but that they shouldn’t give up because everyone was going to be ok. And they were. They all swam to shore safely.
Ribbit: [appearing] That wouldn’t be very scary for me. I can swim really well!

Narrator: Good morning, Ribbit. It’s great to see you this morning. I be you can swim well.

Ribbit: Yep. I have webbed feet and I grew up in the water. Swimming’s really easy for me. So I wouldn’t be scared by a shipwreck.

Narrator: Well, Ribbit, the story’s not just about a shipwreck. It’s about not giving up on God’s love. I’ll bet there are some other scary things that have happened to you.
Ribbit: Hmmm. There was this one time when there was a really, really big storm and there was lightning and lots of thunder and our power went out. All of the lights were off and it was really dark except for the lightning. That was scary.

Narrator: But you were safe, weren’t you?

Ribbit: Yes. My parents told me that everything was going to be ok and they sat with me for a while. When I woke up the next day, the lights were all back on and everything was ok.

Narrator: Think what this story says about your scary storm. It says that you shouldn’t give up on God’s love even when it’s scary. I know it’s hard to remember that God loves you when you’re scared, but luckily God doesn’t forget. He’ll be right there with you, helping you through the storm.

Ribbit: I’ll try to remember that next time I get scared. I bet it’ll make everything a little less scary.

Narrator: I bet it will, too.

Ribbit: I have to go now. Mom’s making grasshopper pie for lunch and I don’t want to miss it. Bye!

Narrator: Bye, Ribbit.
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
