Welcome/Reminders

III. Scripture – Judges 6
IV. Q&A:  Today’s bible verse is “Trust in the Lord”.  The Bible teaches us that even when we are afraid, God is in our hearts.  Gideon felt totally unprepared to deliver the Israelites from the invading tribe who wanted to steal their food.  God showed him the way to accomplish the task and turned Gideon into a powerful military leader.

VI. Sit down song:  Jesus Loves Me!
VII. Dismissal
Creek Bank Time:
Leigh – Good morning boys and girls!  Someone special has come to visit us in worship this morning, Gideon! 
Gideon – Good morning boys and girls!  Good morning, Miss Leigh.
Leigh – Gideon, we are so happy you are here today.  The boys and girls have been learning today about how you were afraid and trusted God to give you strength and make you brave.
Gideon – Yes, I was a farmer and every year a group of people would come from a place called Midian and steal all the food the farmers in our community had worked so hard to grow.  One day when I was working in the fields an angel came to me and told me I could stop the Midianites from stealing our food.  I didn’t think I could do it.  Those Midianites were scary!

Leigh – I bet they were!  But God strengthened you and gave you the ability to do what was right.
Gideon – It is true!  God chose me even though I wasn’t the smartest or the strongest.  He gave me the ability to bring my people together and scare the Midianites away.      

Leigh – See what can happen when we trust God!  Gideon trusted God even when he was afraid.  Boys and girls, do you trust God when you are afraid?  
Gideon – When I was small, God helped me feel big.  When I was weak, God helped me feel strong.  When I was afraid, God helped me feel calm.
Leigh – Gideon, sometimes I get scared and am not sure I can do the things God has called me to God.  Is God with me to even as a grown-up?    
Gideon – Of course!  Let’s say a prayer to thank God for being with us like he was with Gideon.      
Leigh – (leads prayer).
Leigh - Thank you Gideon, for your visit this morning.  Good bye!
Sit down song:  Jesus Loves Me!
