Leigh – Jesus, good morning!

Leigh – You did such a wonderful thing for these men, you showed God’s love and compassion.  You also taught us how to behave when we see someone who may be sick or in trouble.        
Jesus – I passed God’s love and mercy onto others that day and set an example of how to treat the people that we meet.  
Leigh – The next time I see another person who needs God’s love and mercy, I’ll treat them kindly.  I will also pray for those who suffer or are sick.
Jesus – I must go now, but children remember, one way of giving thanks is to pass on God’s love to others and help someone who needs you.  Thank you for letting me visit with you today in worship.  Goodbye!
