Welcome/Reminders

a. Welcome to Worship

d. What is Worship?  (Our time to praise and glorify God.)  How can we do this? (Telling him we love him through songs, prayer and reading scripture)

IV. Q&A:  Ask the children if they have ever seen a real angel standing before them wanting to talk.  (Hopefully they say no).  Me neither.  Well, an angel had never appeared to Mary before and she was sort of scared.  The angel Gabriel told her not to be scared.  Let’s visit with Whiskers now and hear what happened next.  (To Puppet Show)

VI. Closing Prayer and Dismissal
Creek Bank Time:
Leigh – Whiskers, good morning!
Whiskers –Good morning, Miss Leigh.  Good morning, boys and girls.
Leigh –Whiskers, we were talking about how the angel Gabriel visited Mary one day.
Whiskers – If an angel came to visit Mary, I know he must have had something very important to say.      
Leigh – What do you think his message was?
Whiskers – Gabriel told Mary she would have a baby, a very special baby, the promised Messiah.  God’s people had waited hundreds of years for the Messiah to come.  
Leigh – That is pretty big news for Mary to receive.  I bet she was so excited.  
Whiskers – She was!  Gabriel brought good news of great joy with the promise that Mary would have a baby and he would be Jesus.        
Leigh – Every year at Christmas we celebrate Jesus’ birthday.
Whiskers – We call the season of waiting for Jesus’ birth, Advent.  We prepare for Jesus’ birth like Mary prepared.          
Leigh – Raise your hand if you remember the Advent wreath from last week.  How many candles does the Advent wreath have?  It has 5 candles.
Whiskers – Which candle do we light this week, boys and girls? 
Leigh – If you guessed the second candle, you are right.  
Whiskers – Last week the first candle reminded us of Hope.  The second candle reminds us to Prepare, prepare for the coming of Jesus. (Leigh lights the candles 1 and 2)
Leigh – Whiskers, thank you for visiting with us today.  Goodbye, Whiskers!  Boys and Girls, tell Whiskers goodbye.
