March Bible verse: “It is True.  The Lord has risen.” Luke 24:34
March’s B.I.G. Theme: The Tomb is Empty

Today’s Bible Story – On The Road to Emmaus, Luke 24:13-35

Welcome.  Who knows where our bible story tales place takes place today?  On the Road to Emmaus.  This was a place only about 7 miles from Jerusalem, which is not very far to us.  But if you had to walk 7 miles, that might take you half the day!  Well, two of Jesus’ friends were walking to Emmaus, and this was just a few days after Jesus had been killed on the cross and the same day they found out about the tomb being empty.  And what do think happened on their walk?  Something very special.  Let’s go back in time and pretend we are on that dirt road to Emmaus.  Let’s look for these two men and see what’s happening with them..  
So, what a surprise for them to find out it had been Jesus walking with them!  He must have looked a little different, or maybe God didn’t want them to realize who it was at first.  You know God wants us to walk with Jesus just like those two men walked with Jesus.  Now we can’t see Jesus and actually walk with him like you walk with a friend or a dog.  But what does it mean to walk with Jesus?  When you pray everyday, that’s walking with Jesus, when you come to Sunday School and Church and learn about Jesus, you are walking with Jesus.  When we help others, that’s part of walking with Jesus.  And when we walk with Jesus, even though we don’t see him, we feel him, where?  In our hearts, where he will live forever.  Let’s pray.  Dear God, thank you for this day and this time to be together.  Thank you for the rain and the sun and all the pretty spring blooms.  As we walk through your beautiful world, let us remember to always walk with Jesus, knowing that he is with us always.  Amen.

Puppet show: 2 men talking about their walk with Jesus.

First man – Sherie
Second man - Amanda

First man (appears on stage, talking to second man, not realizing children are there):  Oh my stars, I cannot believe it was him!  Wait until everyone hears about this.  I can’t believe you didn’t realize who it was!

Second man:  Uh, you didn’t know who it was either, you know.

First man:  Hmm, you’re right about that.  Well, it doesn’t matter.  We must go and tell our friends that we have seen and..  Oh, well hello kids.  Look at all these kids.

Second man:  Uh, hi kids.

First man:  Do you wanna hear about the most incredible thing that just happened to us?  Do you?  Well, we were just walking to Emmaus, minding our own business.  We were actually talking all about what had happened to Jesus during Passover – about how he was crucified on the cross, and then 3 days later, earlier this morning, the women found the empty tomb.  It’s the biggest story we’ve had around here in a while.  Everyone is talking about it.  Well, everyone except this strange man that came up and started walking with us.

Second man:  Yes, he started walking with us and asked what we were talking about.  We couldn’t believe he didn’t know!  So we told him the whole story about what happened to Jesus.  And this whole time we did not know who he was.  I did think it was very strange that he didn’t know what we were talking about but I still couldn’t figure out who it was.

First man:  So then the whole time during our walk he talked to us about stories from the Bible.  Boy, I can’t believe we didn’t figure it after that but he was still a stranger to us.  We just never would have expected it!

Second man:  When we got to Emmaus he started to walk on like he was leaving us but it was getting dark and we were having a nice conversation with him so we invited him in to stay with us.  We sat down to have some dinner and this stranger broke the bread for us and blessed it.

First man: That’s when we figured it out.  That’s when we finally realized it was Jesus that had been walking and talking with us.  We had been so sad at the news of Jesus’ death, and then so excited to see that the tomb was empty, just earlier today.  But now to have actually seen Jesus one more time, that was just awesome!

Second.  Yes, truly awesome.  So, we were just on our way back to tell all our friends.   They won’t believe it!  The Lord has risen, indeed!!

First man.  Come on, let’s go tell everyone!

Second man (talking as he exits):  I still can’t believe we didn’t figure it out sooner.

First man.  (after he’s exited, voice fading).  Yeah, we really should have clued in after all that talk from the Bible, and that was so strange to think someone didn’t know about the previous days’ events.  You had to have been hiding under a rock to have missed out on all that.
