Welcome/Reminders

a. Welcome to Worship

b. Introduce ourselves

c. Children be good listeners and be quiet

d. What is Worship?  (Our time to praise and glorify God.)  How can we do this? (Telling him we love him through songs, prayer and reading scripture, fellowship with our friends and teachers) 

e. Discuss the costumes today and our need to support Children’s ministries.

II. Medley of songs (Stand up songs to open, sit down songs to close worship)

Stand up songs:

a. Praise Him, Praise Him all ye little children (3 verses Love Him, Thank Him)
b. B-I-B-L-E (yes, that’s the book for me, I stand alone on the word of God…)

c. Oh, be careful little eyes, etc… (tune of If you’re happy and you know it) (3 verses careful little hands, little feet where you step)
Sit down songs:

d. God is so Good (3 verses God loves me so, God answers prayer)

e. Jesus Loves Me

III. Scripture – Psalm 118:2-4
IV. Q&A:  What big event did we celebrate recently in church?  Easter.  Easter is when we celebrate Jesus rising from the dead.  After dying on the cross and being buried in a garden tomb, Jesus left the tomb and was alive again.  Donkey told us the last few weeks about Peter’s denial and Jesus’ resurrection.  Does everyone remember Donkey saying “Jesus is Alive!”  After Jesus rose from the dead he visited his friends and followers and they were all happy and praised God for Jesus.

VI. Q&A:  Wasn’t it amazing what happened to Jesus?  How can we thank God for Jesus and his life and his death?

VIII. Closing Prayer and Dismissal
Creek Bank Time:
Leigh – Good morning boys and girls!  Someone special has come to visit us in worship this morning, Jesus!
Jesus – Good morning boys and girls!  Good morning, Miss Leigh.
Leigh – Jesus, we are so happy you are here today.  We’ve been learning these last few weeks about Easter and how you rose from the dead.
Jesus – Yes, on Easter I left my garden tomb and visited my special friends, the disciples.  They had a hard time at first believing it was me after they saw the crucifixion.  
Leigh –   You are right, that is not the sort of thing that happens every day!
Jesus – God had a plan for my life and my death.  Even after death, God still had work to be done and when the disciples and others saw me alive again they became witnesses to what they had seen and heard.  Their faith was strengthened and they spread the special news of God’s love all over the world.      

Leigh – All over the world?  That seems pretty far to spread the good news.  But people even today are still spreading the news of God’s love to others.  How wonderful that something good could come from something as terrible as your death.
Jesus – After I visited my friends on Earth I went back to heaven to be with God. It is called the Ascension.  One day I’ll come back to Earth to be with you.  The things that happened in my life, and even my death, were all part of God’s plan so all of you could be with me in heaven one day.
Leigh – Jesus, we are all so thankful to God for giving you, his son, to us.  What an amazing gift.  But if you are alive, why can’t we see you every day?    
Jesus – I live in heaven with God and I’m always watching over you.  God hears your prayers and loves you very much.    
Leigh – Let’s all say a prayer of thanks to God while Jesus is here with us this morning? Let’s all get our prayer hands together (lead prayer).
