Welcome/Reminders

a. Welcome to Worship

b. Introduce ourselves

c. Children be good listeners and be quiet

d. What is Worship?  (Our time to praise and glorify God.)  How can we do this? (Telling him we love him through songs, prayer and reading scripture, fellowship with our friends and teachers) 

II. Medley of songs (Stand up songs to open, sit down songs to close worship)

a. Praise Him, Praise Him all ye little children (3 verses Love Him, Thank Him)
b. B-I-B-L-E (yes, that’s the book for me, I stand alone on the word of God…)

c. God is so Good (3 verses God loves me so, God answers prayer)
d. Oh, be careful little eyes, etc… (tune of If you’re happy and you know it) (3 verses careful little hands, little feet where you step)
e. Jesus Loves Me

f. This is the Day that the Lord has made (We will do in a round and focus on this as the scripture for April 2006 lessons)
III. Scripture – Psalm 118:2-4
IV. Q&A:  What big event is coming up in the church?  Easter.  Before Easter comes and we celebrate Jesus’ rising up from the dead, Jesus was taken prisoner by those who were afraid of him and afraid of how powerful he had become with the people.  Even Jesus’ friends were afraid including Peter, one of his 12 disciples.  Donkey saw what happened when Jesus was taken away by the guards; let’s hear what Donkey has to tell us.
V. Lesson by the creek bank (see below)

VI. Q&A:  What did Jesus’ friends do when the soldiers took Jesus away?  How do we sometimes deny Jesus in our lives?  By breaking his commandments and treating others unkindly, disobeying our teachers and parents…

VIII. Closing Prayer and Dismissal
Creek Bank Time:
Leigh – Donkey, good morning!
Donkey (the burro with cool shades) – Good morning boys and girls!  Good morning, Miss Leigh.
Leigh – Donkey, where were you last night?  I was looking for you.
Donkey – Miss Leigh, I was in the garden praying.  I saw Jesus there to.  He was praying to God.  Some of his special friends called disciples were there also.  But then something terrible happened.  
Leigh – What happened, Donkey that was so awful?  
Donkey – Some guards came and took Jesus from the garden.  They took him away for a trial.  They were going to punish Jesus for being the Son of God.        

Leigh – That is terrible!  Were his friends afraid?
Donkey – Yes, when Jesus was arrested, the disciples ran away.  They were afraid they would be arrested to, even Jesus’ very faithful disciple, Peter.
Leigh – I can understand Peter and the others were afraid.  The soldiers that took Jesus away must have been pretty frightening.   They took Jesus away in the night as he was praying so the people that loved Jesus would not be able to protect him.  
Donkey – Jesus even know what was going to happen the night he was taken away.  He knew his friends would abandon him, even his friend Peter.  Not only did his friends run away, they even lied when they were asked if they knew Jesus.  Jesus must have felt all alone.    
Leigh – But God was always with him like he is always with us. Donkey, is God here with us now, in church?
Donkey – Of course!  He is right here in this church this morning listening to our prayers and our songs.  Know that God always loves you and sent his Son to earth to die so we may be in heaven with him one day.
