Script for September 30, 2007 – Mark 6:7-13
September Bible verse: And God said, “I will be with you”, Exodus 3:12
September’s B.I.G. Theme: God Chooses Us

Hello boys and girls!  Dori is back with us today so we can sing along with the piano.  Let see what Dori wants to start with.

Today’s story is about Jesus sending his disciples out to teach others about God’s love.  We’re going to learn about how important the number two was for Jesus and his disciples.  Can you think of things that come in twos? (eyes, ears, legs, hands).  What about the animals on Noah’s Ark?  They went on two by two.  Two is a really important number in a lot of our bible stories.  Let’s listen to what the number two meant to Jesus’ disciples.

Puppet show:

Jesus (Sherrie)

Disciples (Amanda)

Jesus: Come here, my friends.

Disciple (have two puppets for disciples but only one needs to speak): Who us?

Jesus: Yes, you.  I have an important job for you.  I want you to go to other villages and teach everyone you meet about God’s love.  And if they are sick, you will be able to heal them.  I want you to go two by two.  Each of you will go with a friend.  

Disciple: Wow.  You mean us, Jesus?  That will be a big task.  Do you think we can do it?

Jesus: It will be a very big job.  You can do it.  Remember, God will be with you.  Here is what I want you to do.  Only take a staff with you.  Don’t take anything else, no food, no bag, no money, not even extra clothes.

Disciple:  Uh.. gosh.. Um you mean not even food or money?

Jesus: No, not even food or money.  When you get to a new village, you are to be a guest in one person’s home.  Stay at their home and eat dinner with them and tell all their friends about God’s love.  Some will welcome you while others will not.  Don’t be discouraged if people do not want to listen to you.  Shake the dust off your feet and move on.

Disciple:  OK.. let me get this straight.  We go with nothing, not even a suitcase or money for food.  Not even a toothbrush?

Jesus: You will need nothing but a staff for a walking stick.

Disciple:  OK, Jesus, we will follow your instructions.  We can certainly tell others about God’s love.  And the best part is, we won’t be doing it alone.  Each of us will be going with a friend, two by two.

Ok, so that’s what was special about the number two.  Jesus sent his disciples out two by two.  They didn’t have to do God’s work alone.  They did it together.  And what did he tell them to do if some people didn’t listen?  He just told them to shake the dust off their feet and move on.  What do you think he meant by that?  He wanted them to keep trying.  Just let their light shine.  God wants you to let your light shine no matter what.  Shall we sing This Little Light of Mine?

Let’s do our saying one more time.  Remember from last time?  Big or small, short or tall, God chooses me.

Let’s pray:  God, we are so glad we have friends here at Sunday School.  We are so thankful that you love us with a great big love and that we can share that love with others.  Amen.
