Welcome/Reminders

a. Welcome to Worship

b. Introduce ourselves

c. Children be good listeners and be quiet

d. What is Worship?  (Our time to praise and glorify God.)  How can we do this? (Telling him we love him through songs, prayer and reading scripture) 

II. Medley of songs (Stand up songs to open, sit down songs to close worship)

a. B-I-B-L-E (yes, that’s the book for me; I stand alone on the word of God…)

b. Praise Him, Praise Him
c. Jesus Loves Me

III. Lesson by the creek bank (see below)

IV. Q&A:  Ask the children if they have heard this story before?  Jesus prayed and asked God to help him.  He knew what bad thing was about to happen to him and he prayed to his Father (God).  Jesus prayed in the garden of Gethsemane because he was sad but he also prayed when he was happy and when he just wanted to talk to God.   Prayer is the word we use when we talk to God.  He is available to us through prayer anytime day or night.    Can someone give me an example of when we can pray to God?  How do we pray to God (folded hands, blessing food, before bedtime, etc…)

VI. Closing Prayer and Dismissal
Creek Bank Time:
Leigh – Donkey, good morning!
Donkey –Good morning, Miss Leigh.  Boys and girls, are you awake this morning?  I thought I heard snoring as I came into worship this morning.  
Leigh –You heard snoring?  Not here but in our story today there were some people who were sleeping.  Donkey, you are my very special friend.  If I asked you to pray with me, would you?  
Donkey – Of course I would, Miss Leigh.  
Leigh – I remember the story of how Jesus asked his friends to pray with him in the garden of Gethsemane.  
Donkey – In the Bible, in the book of Matthew, Jesus was sad because he knew he would soon be taken as a prisoner.  Jesus wanted to pray to God and ask for help.  
Leigh – Jesus was sad when he prayed that day but he prayed at other times too.  
Donkey – He prayed when he was tired.  He prayed when he wasn’t sure what to do.  He prayed when he was happy.  Jesus prayed at any time.  We can too.  However we are feeling, whatever we are doing, we can pray.    
Leigh – Boys and girls, can anyone tell me when we can pray to God?  (Children answer)  
Donkey – Jesus asked his friends Peter, James, and John to go with him to the garden to pray.  We can pray with our friends too.      
Leigh – When we come into this room each week for worship we are praying together with our friends like Jesus in the garden.  Did anyone realize we are doing what Jesus did when we come to this room on Sundays?  
Donkey – Miss Leigh, I’ve got to go now.  I need to talk to God in prayer but I’ll be back soon to worship with you again.  Goodbye boys and girls!
Leigh – Goodbye, Donkey!
