Narrator:
Good morning boys and girls. I’m so glad to see you here this morning. Our lesson today is about praising God. Do you know what the word “praise” means? [allow them to come up with answers – prompt them with questions like “is singing songs praise?” or “when you say your prayers, do you say things that praise God?”] The book of Psalms in the Bible has many poems and songs that praise God. 
Cam:
[appearing] My favorite way to praise is with singing. I really like to sing. La la la la la ….

Narrator:
Good morning Cam. That’s very nice singing! You know who else liked to sing? King David. He wrote the psalm that we’re talking about today.

Cam:
Really? What’s the psalm talk about?

Narrator:
Well, in this psalm, he wrote about the history of the Israelites (God’s chosen people) and how they loved God and tried to do what God told them to do.
Cam:
Did he put any songs in the story?

Narrator:
Well, sort of. David loved to sing and play the harp. I bet you know a lot of songs about the things he wrote about. The main thing he wrote about was praising God.
Cam:
[singing] Praise him, praise him, all ye little children. God is love. God is love.

Narrator:
Very good, Cam. The first story that David wrote about in this psalm was the story of Abraham. Abraham is very special to us---God made Abraham a promise that he would always bless Abraham and give him lots of children & grandchildren.
Cam:
[singing] Father Abraham had seven sons. Seven sons had Father Abraham. I am one of them and so are you. So let’s just praise the lord.

Narrator:
That’s great, Cam. The next story was about Joseph. Joseph was Abraham’s great grandson. One of Abraham’s sons was Isaac; Isaac had a son named Jacob and Jacob had Joseph. Joseph lived in a place called Egypt with a king called Pharaoh
Cam:
[singing] Poor old Joseph, what you gonna do? Thing’s look bad for you, hey what you gonna do?

Narrator:
Right! Did anyone go see the musical at our church called “Joseph and the Amazing Technicolor Dreamcoat?” That’s the same Joseph! And then David wrote about Moses. After Joseph died, Pharaoh made the Israelites slaves---they had to work all the time and they didn’t get paid any money. God saw that they were sad and he asked Moses to lead the Israelites out of Egypt so they could be free.
Cam:
[singing] Pharaoh, pharaoh, oh baby let my people go. Yeah, yeah, yeah, yeah, yeah, yeah.

Narrator:
I like that song a lot. At the end of this story, David wrote “Praise ye the Lord.”
Cam:
[singing] Praise ye the Lord hallelujah, praise ye the Lord hallelujah, praise ye the Lord hallelujah, praise ye the Lord!

Narrator:
Thank you, Cam for singing all of those songs for us today. You certainly do a great job of praising God with your singing & reminding us of the story of the Israelites.
Cam:
Thank you. It was really fun getting to sing for all of you today. Bye everyone!

Narrator:
Bye, Cam.
